ANGEL COTTAGE ACCESS STATEMENT
Introduction 
Our home is set in the heart of a rural village in Wiltshire and offers B & B accommodation with two guest rooms. Angel Cottage was formerly two weavers cottages, built circa 1800.It is in the pretty village of Dilton Marsh, overlooking open countryside to the rear with sheep and chickens over the fence. The cottage is set back from the village High St behind a high hedge, midway between the church and the pub ......choices, choices.

Pre –arrival

There is a limited bus service to Westbury and Frome with buses approx twice per hour. The nearest train station is Westbury with through lines to Bath Bristol, Salisbury, Portsmouth, Cardiff and London. There is a local halt in Westbury ...the small local trains will stop if you put your hand out! There are good local taxi services.

Parking and driveway
There is parking on the front drive of the cottage and unrestricted parking on the village street. There are 2 steps down to the main front door and a step up over the threshold into the hallway.
Entrance and stairs
The front door opens into a small hallway, not suitable for a wheelchair. The stairs to the first floor bedrooms lead up from the hallway. The stairs are a straight flight with a handrail. There is a further step up onto the landing at right angle to the main flight..
Public areas
 Angel Cottage is over two hundred years old and whilst we aim to meet the needs of all our guests, there are some features which might make access difficult for people with limited mobility. Some doorways are fairly low and narrow and are therefore not suitable for wheelchair users. The ground floor is all on one level. 
Dining room and conservatory 

The floor of the dining room is slate and that of the conservatory is ceramic tile, both on one level. The dining room has a large refectory table and can seat 6 comfortably.
Doors lead through to the conservatory with leather sofa and chairs. Double doors lead to the garden via a small step.
Bedrooms
Both of our guest bedrooms are on the first floor. The double room is ensuite and situated at the rear of the house overlooking an orchard and fields. The ensuite has a shower cubicle and a tiled floor.

The twin room overlooks the front garden and the village. The private bathroom is opposite and has a roll top bath and separate shower cubicle. The floor is currently carpeted.
Both rooms have :

· Flat screen digital tv /dvd

· Hospitality trays with tea, coffee, hot chocolate, biscuits, sweets and mineral water.
· Thermostatically controlled central heating. Throws are provided.
Additional Information
· The hall and the landing are equipped with smoke detectors.  

· In the event of a fire, the building can be evacuated through the back door via the guest dining area or through the front door at the bottom of the stairs. 

· We do not permit smoking in the house but you may smoke in our garden away from the windows. 
· Guests are welcome to use the gardens and conservatory at any time.
· We are happy to cater for special diets or any particular likes or dislikes. Please advise us of these before your arrival.
